Lulu Embree, aglow with
remembrance, told me of her
early childhood at our church.

Dressed for the
occasion and with picnic basket
in hand, they took the trolly
from Colorado up to the
Altadena junction. Then they
boarded the electric trolly,
passing the poppy fields, then
climbing and winding up to
Rubio Canyon. As they stepped
off, they faced a kind of
wilderness. There were winding
stairs, trails, walkways and paths leading to a
series of nine waterfalls in a gorge of striking
rock formations and giant ferns. There was a
two-leveled pavilion and bridal paths. The
picnic tables were laden with homemade treats
and surrounded by our friends from church.
She had taken me there and it was wonderful!

Our 1919 Sunday School Picnic would be
Different (It was seven months after the end of
WWI)

Who said picnic??? Hurrah! School’s out!
Let’s go! Meet at the church at 9 o’clock sharp
– sharp, get the point? Get a badge for ten cents,
it entitles you to hot coffee, weiners, ice cream,
transportation and Dr. Smith’s lemonade (he
had served this to the soldiers as they came from
battle). Bring your lunch and a cup!

Do you have a large auto? Fill it with as
many youngsters as you can! Go together! Stay
together! Return together! We are going with
flags flying and streamers streaming? Some
parade!

Hear the official barkers; they will be
stationed at each point of interest on the route
and will tell you all about the new dam, the

old castle, the summit (2,200
feet high), the face on the
mountain, iron springs, etc. to
Sunland Park!

Mountains! Excitement!
Thrills! Orchestra! Jazz Band!

Frank Veale
will direct; dizzy izzy race,
whip tag, tug ‘o war, three-
legged race, fat man’s race,
stout woman’s race, kangaroo
relay, center ball, crab and
spin.

Smith had to decide to be a preacher or
professional baseball player as did Dr. Morgan
Edwards. Dr. Smith will conduct a typical “Y-
