When it was evening on that day, the first day of the week, and the doors of the house 

where the disciples had met were locked for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood 

among them and said, “Peace be with you.” After he said this, he showed them his hands 

and his side. Then the disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them 

again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” When he had said 

this, he breathed on them and said to them, “Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive the 

sins of any, they are forgiven them; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.” 
 

But Thomas (who was called the Twin), one of the twelve, was not with them when 

Jesus came. So the other disciples told him, “We have seen the Lord.” But he said to 

them, “Unless I see the mark of the nails in his hands, and put my finger in the mark of 

the nails and my hand in his side, I will not believe.” 
 

A week later his disciples were again in the house, and Thomas was with them. 

Although the doors were shut, Jesus came and stood among them and said, “Peace be 

with you.” Then he said to Thomas, “Put your finger here and see my hands. Reach out 

your hand and put it in my side. Do not doubt but believe.” Thomas answered him, “My 

Lord and my God!” Jesus said to him, “Have you believed because you have seen me? 

Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have come to believe.”

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LITANY OF RESPONSE 

Holy One, you have assured us that though we cannot see the Spirit, we can see the fruit of 

the Spirit’s work in one another, in our lives, and in the world. We know the Spirit is there 

wherever we see love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness, gentleness, 

and self-control. Against these things, you have told us: 

There is no such law.  
 

When we see gentleness in speaking to the belovedness of the ones the church has called 

“incompatible,” we proclaim that against these things:  

There is no such law.  
 

We know that whenever there is faithfulness to your call despite having to navigate 

ordination processes and episcopal elections steeped in discrimination and harm, you too 

are there.

We know that wherever there is patience enough to withstand 45 years of persecution and 

yet maintain joy, hold on to kindness, and grasp internal peace enough to push forward as a 

collective group, the Spirit has long been at work. And against these things we say with 

certainty:  

There is no such law!

On April 25-28 in Newark, N.J., the Judicial Council of The United Methodist Church will meet to determine the 

constitutionality of a number of LGBTQ-related actions. Among the cases is a request to review Bishop Karen 

Oliveto’s election and ministry as the first openly lesbian bishop, in light of the discriminatory language about LGBTQ 

persons contained in The Discipline.  Arguments on the ruling concerning Bishop Oliveto will be heard on Tuesday 

morning, April 25.  The council’s decisions on all matters will be publicized on or after April 28. 
 

The Western Jurisdiction elected Bishop Oliveto last summer in response to her call to episcopal leadership, her years 

of successful ministry, and her commitment to being a pastor to all members of The UMC – including LGBTQ people. 

Her election as an open and married lesbian was received as a sign that the Church is capable of affirming the call God 

has placed on the lives of LGBTQ persons to serve at all levels of the church. God has used Bishop Oliveto’s election 

and ministry in inspiring ways.  
 

In Galatians 5:22-23 we read that “the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, 

faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law…”  Who can deny that the Spirit has 

produced such fruit through the election and ministry of Bishop Oliveto? To remove or prohibit her from ministry as 

a bishop would stand in the way of the Spirit’s work that we have seen in the Church, have heard in the stories of 

individuals, and that we have known in our own hearts. We join in prayer this weekend that the Judicial Council will 

refuse to uphold unjust church laws and to affirm the spiritual fruit of Bishop Oliveto’s ministry, against which there is 

No Such Law.
